elected to georgia credit union league board
DULUTH, GA (December 2, 2003) – Ruth Artis, president and CEO of B.O.N.D. Community Federal Credit Union, has been elected to the Board of Directors of the Georgia Credit Union League.  She will fill a vacant seat in District 1, which was vacated by another credit union executive who accepted a credit union management position in another district.

Artis has 30 years of financial and executive management experience with three credit unions. During her 13-year tenure with B.O.N.D., she has led the growth from $6 million to $33.5 million in assets. In her first year, she improved the CAMEL rating from "4" to "2" and has consistently maintained this rating. 

Since then, she has expanded the credit union’s field of membership, started a new share draft program, established an ATM program, streamlined the mortgage lending process, introduced audio response, debit cards and online banking with bill pay.  She created policies and procedures for every aspect of operations, which were approved by the National Credit Union Administration (NCUA) and used as examples for other credit unions.

Artis serves as the Treasurer of the Board of Directors for the Greater Atlanta Credit Union Chapter, and holds leadership roles in the Little Five Points Business Association and the South Decatur Community Development Corporation.  She has presented NCUA credit union workshops, and is active in the Georgia-Poland Partnership which helps start credit unions in 
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Poland, through Georgia Credit Union Affiliates.

Artis holds a B.A. in Management from Troy State University. She attended the Southeastern Regional Credit Union School of Financial Management at the University of Georgia in Athens, and the Credit Union National Association (CUNA) Mortgage Lending School. She is a Certified Credit Union Executive and is also a certified Credit Union Developmental Educator.
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Credit unions are financial cooperatives that provide affordable financial services to help their owner/members become financially successful.  Georgia Credit Union Affiliates is comprised of three state support organizations for credit unions- Cooperative Services, Inc., Georgia Central Credit Union and Georgia Credit Union League. Georgia Credit Union League is a trade association that provides advocacy, educational, operational, and marketing/promotional support for Georgia’s credit unions.  There are 211 credit unions in Georgia, with total assets of $10.8 billion, serving 1.7 million members.
