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Georgia credit unions featured 

on georgia public broadcasting program
DULUTH, Georgia (July 27, 2004) - Mike Mercer, president & CEO of Georgia Credit Union Affiliates, was interviewed on “Georgia Business Report”, a local television program produced by Georgia Public Broadcasting, a PBS affiliate, on Friday, July 23rd.  The program was aired throughout the state of Georgia on Georgia PBS stations.

Interviewed by co-host Richard Warner, Mercer explained how credit unions have a unique non-profit, cooperative structure.  Members receive more than $6 billion in tangible benefits, according to CUNA, Mercer said, evenly distributed in the way of lower loan rates, higher savings rates and lower fees.  Credit unions enable their members to get loans for many different reasons, including home, auto and micro-enterprise, he added.

Mercer told Warner that there are 210 credit unions in Georgia, with more than $12 billion in assets, serving 1.8 million members.  He estimated that 90% of Georgians are currently eligible to join at least one credit union.  For those who are interested in joining a credit union, Mercer recommended CU Match Up, a search engine that helps identify credit unions for potential members, which can be found at www.gcua.org.

The 30-minute show, which airs every Friday evening, covers business and financial news in Georgia, including economic forecasts, workforce development and industry profiles.  The show also covers how professionals and experts cope with an ever-changing business environment and how their decisions and policies ultimately impact all Georgians.  
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Georgia Credit Union Affiliates is comprised of three state support organizations for credit unions, including the Georgia Credit Union League. The League is a trade association that provides advocacy, educational, operational, and marketing/promotional support for Georgia’s credit unions.  There are 210 credit unions in Georgia, with total assets of $12 billion serving 1.8 million members.
