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  proclamation of “credit union day” in georgia by governor

kicks off ICU Week festivities
DULUTH, GA (October 19, 2004) – Governor Sonny Perdue has proclaimed October 21 as “Credit Union Day” in Georgia at an official signing in his office on October 18.  In his proclamation, Governor Perdue cited the four cooperative principles of Georgia credit unions: “Members, Not Just Customers,” “One Member, One Vote,” “Service Makes the Difference,” and “Profits Belong to the Members.” 


Representatives from Georgia credit unions and Georgia Credit Union Affiliates, along with the Commissioner of the Department of Banking and Finance were present when Governor Perdue signed the proclamation.

During the month of October, Georgia credit unions are participating in “Credit Unions & Kids” which promotes fundraising for Children’s Miracle Network and the National Child Identification Program.  Many are distributing the Child ID Kits to their members throughout the month.


Radio spots using CUNA’s “Switch to a Credit Union” campaign have been running all month on more than 112 radio stations throughout Georgia.  The commercials feature a 5-second tag at the end that encourages listeners interested in joining a credit union to contact the Affiliates for more information.


In addition, four of Georgia’s ten credit union chapters will be meeting during the week.  Their meetings will celebrate the credit union movement and legislators are expected to attend.


There are 210 credit unions in Georgia, serving more than 1.75 million members.  Total assets of these credit unions are $11.8 billion.  More than 3,900 people are employed by Georgia’s credit unions.
