Georgia congressman burns visits credit unions 
DULUTH, Georgia (August 20, 2004) - Georgia Congressman Max Burns (R-Sylvania) toured several Athens area credit unions on July 29, all of which are located in the 12th District.  Burns is running for re-election in 2004, in the 12th District, which includes Athens, Augusta and Savannah.  His visits included Georgia Power NE CU, Robins FCU, Clarke Community FCU and Georgia FCU.  Burns spoke with staff and members at each of the credit unions.

Prior to the tour, Georgia Credit Union Affiliates hosted a lunch for Burns, himself a credit union member, and credit union representatives from the Athens area.  Attending from the Affiliates were Cindy Connelly, Sr. VP/advocacy; Mike Culbertson, VP state government affairs; and Heather Miner, governmental affairs specialist.  Credit union CEOs included: Deborah Kennedy, CEO, First Reliance FCU; Monja Randolph, manager, Clarke Community FCU; Lisa Thurmond, manager, Georgia Power NE CU; and Herb Weaver, manager, Georgia FCU.

During the tour, staff and credit union members shared their stories of how credit unions have served their members in various situations.
