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Shared Branching Offers Credit Union Members 

More Locations, More Benefits

	


Credit unions have lots of advantages over other financial institutions - lower fees on loans, higher rates on savings and checking accounts, and a reputation for superior customer service and the ability to cooperate.  

Credit unions provide themselves on providing services at excellent rates, and have found it much more cost-efficient to share their branches with other credit unions (called shared branching outlets), rather than opening branches next door to each other.  There are some locations where individual credit unions have not opened branches, but as a group it makes economic sense to do so.  

Recognizing this, thirty-two credit unions in Georgia have joined credit unions in other states to better serve their members through credit union service centers and credit union branches ("outlets") - a network of shared facilities where members of participating credit unions can conduct business at common locations.  Members of participating credit unions can conduct many of the same transactions that they would normally do at their credit union's regular locations, including, but not limited to, deposits, withdrawals, balance inquiries, transfers and loan payments.  

A shared branch can be identified by the Credit Union Service Corporation logo (known as the "Swirl") and is known as part of the "Member Friendly Financial Network."  There are more than 1,369 locations nationwide where members can transact their credit union business using live tellers.

Whether a credit union member is across town, traveling out-of-state on business or vacation, even 

moving or retiring to another state, members can keep in touch with their own credit union thanks to the cooperative philosophy of America's credit unions.
