GEORGIA CREDIT UNIONs top $1.1 million 

in contributions to children’s miracle network
DULUTH, GA (May 25, 2005) – Georgia credit unions have contributed more than $1.1 million to Children’s Miracle Network (CMN) “Credit Unions for Kids” since the program was first started in the state in 1998.  The announcement was made at the Awards Ceremony of the 71st Georgia Credit Union Affiliates’ Annual Meeting and Convention on May 20, in Savannah.
The million dollar milestone was reached in 2004, when 49 Georgia credit unions and other support organizations participated in fundraising efforts to raise a one-year total of $228,518, which was an all-time high.

Georgia credit unions have used a variety of ways to raise funds for CMN.  From selling paper balloons or candy to dress casual days, to bowl-a-thons, credit unions have become very innovative and successful in their fundraising efforts.

There are six CMN hospitals located in Georgia.  All proceeds raised for CMN are donated directly to the hospitals to help children and their families who are dealing with illnesses or injuries.  

Since 1998, the number of participating credit unions and the amounts they have raised for CMN has increased.  All credit unions that participate and those that are the top fundraisers are recognized each year at the League’s annual convention awards ceremony.  
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Georgia Credit Union Affiliates is comprised of three state support organizations for credit unions - Cooperative Services, Inc., Georgia Central Credit Union and Georgia Credit Union League. Georgia Credit Union League is a trade association that provides advocacy, educational, operational, and marketing/promotional support for Georgia’s credit unions.  There are 195 credit unions in Georgia, with total assets of $12.2 billion, serving nearly 1.8 million members.
