DULUTH, GA, (September 21, 2005) – Delta Employees Credit Union President and CEO, Rick Foley, was recently appointed to the Credit Union Service Corporation (CUSC) Board of Directors.  Foley was elected to fill the seat vacated by Mike Mercer, President and CEO of Georgia Credit Union Affiliates (GCUA), who served on the board for 18 years.
          As a recognized credit union leader in Georgia, Foley has served on a number of credit union boards, including both the Oversight Board and the Foundation Board of GCUA, the state credit union support organization. He also serves as a board member of Cooperative Services, Inc., a credit union-owned company that provides low-priced financial services such as check processing and electronic statements to credit unions.  Foley has been a board member for 16 years of Georgia Central Credit Union, the corporate credit union that serves the investment needs of Georgia’s 194 credit unions, serving as the Chairman of the Board for 10 of those years.  He has also been actively involved with the Georgia-Polish credit union partnership, which was created to bring the credit union movement to Poland after they gained independence from the Communist Party.    

              In 2004, Foley was named President and CEO of Delta Employees Credit Union. Prior to his promotion, Foley served as the credit union’s Executive Vice President Administration and Chief Financial Officer.  
         “Delta Employees Credit Union has supported CUSC service centers since 
their inception.

It’s an honor and a 
pleasure to serve on the CUSC Board of Directors,” said Foley. 

CUSC was formed in 1987 by as a way to connect credit unions around the world with their members.  The corporation’s mission is to be the premier credit union owned network that enables credit unions to provide their members with transaction services at multiple locations. 

Georgia Credit Union Affiliates is comprised of three state support organizations for credit unions - Cooperative Services, Inc., Georgia Central Credit Union and Georgia Credit Union League. Georgia Credit Union League is a trade association that provides advocacy, educational, operational, and marketing/promotional support for Georgia’s credit unions.  There are 194 credit unions in Georgia, with total assets of $12.2 billion, serving nearly 1.8 million members.
