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Georgia Credit Union Affiliates Offer Preemptive/Continued Support for                                         Credit Unions Affected by Base Realignment and Closure Commission’s List _____________________________________________________________________

DULUTH, GA, (August 24, 2005) –  When several Georgia military bases appeared on the federal government’s Base Realignment and Closure Commission’s radar a little over a year ago, Georgia Credit Union Affiliates (GCUA) responded by offering preemptive support to credit unions potentially affected. 

In addition to communications with Georgia credit union CEOs, GCUA provided consulting services to a number of military focused credit unions, including Fort McPherson Credit Union.  According to Richard Ellis, GCUA Vice President of Credit Union Development, “in preparation for the potential closing of these military bases, GCUA consultants have worked with several single-sponsor military credit unions, in some cases for over a year, to facilitate their efforts to diversify their membership bases through field of membership expansion.  Such expansions ensure continued service to the member and thereby fortify the financial health of the affected military-based communities.”

As the state support organization, GCUA continues to monitor the decisions of the Base Realignment and Closure Commission and plans to maintain its support of credit unions affected by the Commission’s recent ruling.

Georgia Credit Union Affiliates is comprised of three state support organizations for credit unions - Cooperative Services, Inc., Georgia Central Credit Union and Georgia Credit Union League. Georgia Credit Union League is a trade association that provides advocacy, educational, operational, and marketing/promotional support for Georgia’s credit unions.  There are 209 credit unions in Georgia, with total assets of $12.2 billion, serving nearly 1.8 million members.
