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  Georgia Credit Unions Launch                                                                                                      Phase II Statewide Cooperative Advertising Campaign _____________________________________________________________________

DULUTH, GA, (September 26, 2005) – Credit unions throughout Georgia have come together to launch the second phase of a cooperative advertising campaign strategy designed to convey the message that viewers will like credit unions better. 

Leveraging collective purchasing power, the fall advertising campaign received funding from 73 credit unions and their state support organizations.  Slated to reach 13 markets through more than 3,400, 30-second spots, the cooperative campaign began in early September and is scheduled to run for a total of seven weeks. 

As with the initial cooperative campaign, which aired for seven weeks at the beginning of 2005, reaching six major markets in Georgia, the fall cooperative campaign features the “Georgia Credit Unions                   . . . You’ll Like Us Better” tagline.  According to Marshall Boutwell, Gwinnett Federal Credit Union President & CEO and Cooperative Advertising Campaign Committee Chairperson, “surveys demonstrate that 87 million people across the country, including 1.8 million in Georgia love their credit unions.  This cooperative advertising campaign was developed to raise awareness about the significant ways that credit unions improve the lives of those we serve among Georgians that don’t already belong to a credit union.”

Georgia Credit Union Affiliates is comprised of three state support organizations for credit unions - Cooperative Services, Inc., Georgia Central Credit Union and Georgia Credit Union League. Georgia Credit Union League is a trade association that provides advocacy, educational, operational, and marketing/promotional support for Georgia’s credit unions.  There are 194 credit unions in Georgia, with total assets of $12.2 billion, serving nearly 1.8 million members.
