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Georgia credit union affiliates 

hosts state legislators at annual reception & dinner
DULUTH, GA (February 10, 2005) – Members of Georgia’s Legislative Banking Committees received a warm welcome at a reception and dinner on February 2, hosted by Georgia Credit Union Affiliates and the Georgia Credit Union League Board of Directors.  Held at the historic Capital City Club in Atlanta, legislators, from both the House and Senate, along with spouses and legislative aides, attended the reception and dinner.  

The annual event is held to introduce members of the House Banks and Banking Committee and the Senate’s Banking and Financial Institutions Committee to the leadership of credit unions in Georgia.  The Georgia General Assembly meets every year for a 40-day session, which begins the second Monday of January.  Credit union officials draw on the event to discuss issues of importance to Georgia credit unions and learn more about the year’s legislative agenda for the General Assembly.  

This year’s guests included Senator Bill Hamrick (R-Carrollton), chair of the Banking and Financial Institutions Committee, and Representative James Mills (R-Gainesville), chair of the House Banks and Banking Committee.  Both are new to their respective banking committees.  Also attending was David G. Sorrell, Commissioner of the Department of Banking and Finance, the Georgia credit union regulatory agency, and Leslie Bechtel, Deputy Commissioner for Legal and Consumer Affairs.  

Prior to the dinner, Cindy Connelly, Sr. VP/Advocacy, of the Affiliates, welcomed everyone and introduced the two banking chairs, both of whom also spoke to attendees.  Following the dinner, Mike Mercer, President & CEO, GCUA, and League Board Chair Ed Collins, President & CEO, Lockheed GA EFCU, spoke thanking legislators for attending the event.
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Georgia Credit Union Affiliates is comprised of three state support organizations for credit unions- Cooperative Services, Inc., Georgia Central Credit Union and Georgia Credit Union League. Georgia Credit Union League is a trade association that provides advocacy, educational, operational, and marketing/promotional support for Georgia’s credit unions.  There are 203 credit unions in Georgia, with total assets of $12.2 billion, serving nearly 1.8 million members.
