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Georgia Credit Union Affiliates Plan Coordinated Relief Efforts                                                          in the Wake of Hurricane Katrina   _____________________________________________________________________

DULUTH, GA (September 1, 2005)- In the aftermath of Hurricane Katrina, Georgia Credit Union Affiliates (GCUA) remains in close contact with Georgia credit unions, as well as other state leagues to assess damage and the corresponding needs of credit unions and their respective communities affected by the brutal hurricane that ripped through the Gulf Coast last Monday.   

Once the extent of the damage is determined, GCUA plans to work closely with the Louisiana Credit Union League, as well as the Mississippi and Alabama credit union leagues and the National Credit Union Foundation (NCUF) to facilitate relief efforts.  

Only one Georgia credit union was affected, by a tornado that spun off from Katrina’s fury. Despite complete destruction of its Fort Valley branch, Robins Federal Credit Union officials plan to rebuild the destroyed branch by early 2006.  

Georgia Credit Union Affiliates is comprised of three state support organizations for credit unions - Cooperative Services, Inc., Georgia Central Credit Union and Georgia Credit Union League. Georgia Credit Union League is a trade association that provides advocacy, educational, operational, and marketing/promotional support for Georgia’s credit unions.  There are 194 credit unions in Georgia, with total assets of $12.2 billion, serving nearly 1.8 million members.
