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Georgia Credit Unions Advertise During Super Bowl XL

DULUTH, GA, (February 8, 2006)--Georgia credit unions once again made advertising history when they aired the newly designed, Georgia Credit Unions, You’ll Like Us Better commercial on WSB Channel 2 during Super Bowl XL.  Funded cooperatively by Associated Credit Union, Delta Community Credit Union, Georgia Telco Credit Union and Lockheed Georgia Employees’ Federal Credit Union, the major media opportunity follows the success of a spot that Georgia credit unions aired during the January 2006 Nokia Sugar Bowl.  The Super Bowl commercial reached more than 878,000 households in metro Atlanta and surrounding areas, positioning Georgia credit unions among the advertising ranks of the country’s largest and most recognized corporations.           
Like the Sugar Bowl purchase, the Super Bowl advertising opportunity was presented to Georgia credit unions as a direct result of the collective purchasing power that has been demonstrated through past Cooperative Advertising Campaign buys.  The purchase also provides for several additional spots that will air the week of February 6 during morning and early afternoon Channel 2 news.  The focus of the Super Bowl commercial was that credit unions are a great place to obtain loans, concluding with the ‘You’ll Like Us Better’ tagline. These spots serve as a precursor to a series of three cooperative advertising campaigns that Georgia credit unions will run during 2006.    

According to Mike Mercer, President and CEO of Georgia Credit Union Affiliates, “Advertising during the most watched network television broadcast of the year enables us to significantly bolster awareness and to ultimately position Georgia credit unions as the consumer’s best option for managing their finances. The willingness of Georgia credit unions to fund this endeavor demonstrates the power of collaboration and a real understanding of the need to be proactive in our approach to attract and retain members.”    


Georgia Credit Union Affiliates is comprised of three state support organizations for credit unions - Cooperative Services, Inc., Georgia Central Credit Union and Georgia Credit Union League. Georgia Credit Union League is a trade association that provides advocacy, educational, operational, and marketing/promotional support for Georgia’s credit unions.  There are 194 credit unions in Georgia, with total assets of $12.2 billion, serving nearly 1.8 million members.
